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We have been colleagues on various
committees und councils. I congratulate
you personally a3 a friend. I know you
are suited and fitted to bold this office
not only by your past experience but
also by your service. The office of the
Spealker is a very responsible one, 1t is
5o responsible that certain well known
traditions which are in every democratic
institution, have to be observed, because
on him depends the destiny and the
political life of every member of this
So the first tradition to be

should be such that it will be acceptable
to all the parties and to all the
members of this House. In
Western democracies you generally find
that a Speaker’s place is never contested
and it is a matter left to the entire
House. The Hon’ble Leader of the
House was pleased to state just pow
that the Congress Party did well in
selecting you as their nominee. I would
have been more glad if you bad heen the
nominee of the entire House; and the
Leader of the House would bave done
very well, so far as the particular choice
was concerned, if he had consulted all
the members of this House so that we
could have set up a healthy convention
and healthy tradition  for  the
future members who come in our
places. Because, it is quite imperative
that every member of this House fesls a
satisfaction that he will have justice and
fairplay from the Chair. Iam saying
this not because I am doubting you;
but, I am making a general statement.
The oftice of Speaker is never a subject
of party politics nor of party propaganda.
T remember that when the late Vithal-
bhai Patel was elected as the President
of the Legislative Assembly then exis-
ting, though he was affiliated to a certain
party he at once made an open state-
ment in the House: * From now I
belong to everybody. I belong to mno
party and no religion.” That was the
sta‘ement made by him. You krow how
ably he conducted the affairs. Many
of the traditions which he set up, many
of the rulings he gave, are still in vogue.
As you all know, he was the first non-
official President of the Assembly and
he is still remembered in the history of
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democracy. I hope thai you will make
an announcement—that ig my sugges-
tion—that being the head of this House
and having the destinies of the members
of this House in yoor hands, you will not
have any party afliliation and that you
will look after the intcrests of every
member of this House. Sri Venkatappa
did it o a very large extent and we have
absolutely no reason to complain any-
thing against him. But times are such
tbat if there is party alliliation and
human nature being what it is, if there
is going to beany party loyalty, whether
volunfarily or involuntarily, a situation
may arise when one may not be in a
position to do his duties justly and
fairly.

For example, T may state that in some
democracies the Speaker belongs to one
party and the Deputy Speaker belongs
to another party.
